Environmental Protection
Our planet Earth is only a tiny part of the universe, but nowadays it's the only place where we can live.

People always polluted their surroundings. But until now pollution was not such a serious problem. People lived in rural areas and did not produce such amount of polluting agents that would cause a dangerous situation in global scale.

With the development of overcrowded industrial highly developed cities, which put huge amounts of pollutants into surrounds, the problem has become more and more dangerous. Today our planet is in serious danger. Acid rains, global warming, air and water pollution, and overpopulation are the problems that threaten human lives on the Earth.

In order to understand how air pollution affects our body, we must understand exactly what this pollution is. The pollutants that harm our respiratory system are known as particulates. Particulates are the small solid particles that you can see through rays of sunlight. They are products of incomplete combustion in engines, for example: internal-combustion engines, road dust and wood smoke.

Billions of tons of coal and oil are consumed around the world every year. When these fuels are burnt, they produce smoke and other by-products, which are emitted into the atmosphere. Although wind and rain occasionally wash away the smoke, given off by power plants and automobiles, but it is not enough. These chemical compounds undergo a series of chemical reactions in the presence of sunlight; as a result we have smog, mixture of fog and smoke. While such pollutants as particulates we can see, other harmful ones are not visible. Among the most dangerous to our health is carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides, sulphur dioxide and ozone or active oxygen.

If you have ever been in an enclosed parking garage or a tunnel and felt dizzy or lightheaded, then you have felt the effect of carbon monoxide (CO). This odourless, colourless, but poisonous gas is produced by the incomplete burning of fossil fuels, like gasoline or diesel fuel.

Factories emit tons of harmful chemicals. These emissions have disastrous consequences for our planet. They are the main reason for the greenhouse effect and acid rains.

Our forests are disappearing because they are cut down or burnt. If this trend continues, one day we won't have enough oxygen to breathe, we won't see a beautiful green forest at all.

The seas are in danger. They are filled with poison: industrial and nuclear wastes, chemical fertilizers and pesticides. If nothing is done about it, one day nothing will be able to live in our seas.

Every ten minutes one kind of animal, plant or insect dies out forever. If nothing is done about it, one million species that are alive today may soon become extinct.

And even greater threats are nuclear power stations. We all know how tragic the consequences of the Chernobyl disaster are.

Fortunately, it's not too late to solve these problems. We have the time, the money and even the technology to make our planet a better, cleaner and safer place. We can plant trees and create parks for endangered animals.

We can recycle our wastes; persuade enterprises to stop polluting activities, because it is apparent that our careless use of fossil fuels and chemicals is destroying this planet. And it is now more than ever apparent that at the same time we are destroying our bodies and our future.

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I Reading and English in Use
Thanksgiving Day (fourth Thursday in November)

Imagine a day set aside for families to come together from near and far to feast and feel thankful for all that they have and you've got. Some families take part in religious ceremonies in the morning, but for most families the highlight of the day is Thanksgiving dinner. Traditionally this feast features roast turkey with stuffing, mashed potatoes and gravy, sweet potatoes, squash, cranberry sauce and pumpkin pie with whipped cream. Major college and professional football games are televised that day, and this unites many men around the television while women are busy in the kitchen.

This custom began with the Pilgrims in 1621. The Pilgrims were an English religious minority, which did not worship the Church of England and therefore suffered persecution. They decided to leave the country in search of religious freedom. King James I gave them a charter to settle in Virginia, where a British colony had been founded in 1607. On September 16, 1620, a small ship called the Mayflower, carrying 102 passengers, left Plymouth harbour in England and sailed west. On November 11, 1620, the Mayflower reached North America. But storms had blown the ship off course and the Pilgrims were far north of Virginia. It took them another month to find a suitable place to settle and, finally, on December 26, 1620, the Pilgrims found a harbour which became the site of the town they named Plymouth, in the present State of Massachusetts. The colonists endured a very hard winter of sickness and starvation by the end of which half were dead. But with the help of the native Indians, who taught them how to fish, hunt, and plant corn, their chances for surviving the winter of 1621 looked much brighter. After a successful harvest, Governor William Bradley decided to hold a special Thanksgiving feast, and invited the Indian chief Massasoit and ninety Indian braves to attend. The Indians brought deer meat or venison to be roasted along with the wild turkeys and other wild game for the feast. They even brought popcorn to share! The original Thanksgiving lasted three whole days and can you believe that all that food was prepared by three women!

The colonists continued to celebrate the autumn harvest with a feast of thanks. George Washington suggested that November 26th be set aside each year for the observance. In 1864, at the end of the tragic Civil War, Abraham Lincoln established the last Thursday in November as a day for all Americans to give thanks.

Stores, schools, and homes are decorated with various Thanksgiving symbols, including pictures of pilgrims, Indians, turkeys, and harvest still-lives. The horn of plenty or cornucopia, wreaths of dried flowers, and dried, multicoloured "Indian corn" is often used as door and table decorations. The day after Thanksgiving is considered the beginning of the month-long Christmas shopping season, as demonstrated by Santa Claus' traditional arrival at the end of the annual Thanksgiving Day Parade held in New York City and sponsored by Macy's department store.

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Outstanding People of the USA
The fates of many famous people of USA have very much in common. In fact, the first writer of New England's, brilliant poet and Minister Edward Taylor was born in England. Modest, pious, and hard working, Taylor never published his poetry, which was discovered only in the 1930’s. He would, no doubt, have seen his work's discovery as divine providence; today's readers should be grateful to have his poems – the finest examples of 17th century poetry in North America.

Taylor wrote a variety of verse: funeral elegies, lyrics, a medieval "debate," and a 500-page Metrical History of Christianity (mainly a history of martyrs). His best works, according to modern critics, are the series of short Preparatory Meditations.

One of the most well-known writer Mark Twain, birth name Samuel Langhorne Clemens, born in Florida, Missouri in 1835, grew up in Hannibal. He was born in a year when Comet Halley appeared (1835), and also died the year it next returned (1910). He was a steamboat pilot on the Mississippi River. Throughout his career, Twain served as a writer, lecturer, reporter, editor, printer, and prospector. Twain took his pen name from an alert cry used on his steamboat - "by the mark, twain".

The American inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, was born in Ohio in 1847. His family was not rich and the boy’s education was limited to three month in the public school. When he was 12 he started work. Several years later Edison learned telegraphy and become a telegraph operator. He wanted to improve the telegraph system and worked very hard at it. After a few months of work, he built a transmitter of a new kind. This was his first important invention. The other two of Edison’s greatest inventions were the gramophone and the electric lamp. Edison believed that only work could bring success.

So did many of the famous American writers. O’Henry, for instance, a well-known short-story writer had to earn his living from the age of fifteen and he educated himself with the help of friends.

Another famous American novelist, Theodore Dreiser had to leave school and work at a factory when he was still a boy. Later he became a newspaper correspondent and then he began to write books. He wrote such popular novels as “Sister Carrie”, “Financier”, “Titan”, etc.

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Sports
Since ancient times Ukrainians were skilful archers, horsemen and wrestlers. In the late XIX century European sports and games were introduced here; football and wrestling became the most popular.

Kyiv's famous football team "Dynamo" won the European Cup Holder's Cup twice, in 1975 and 1985. Oleg Blokhin and Ihor Bielanov were named Europe's best football players.

The "Spartak" handball team from Kyiv, led by Senior Coach Ihor Turchyn, has won 13 European Champion's Cups. Zinayida Turchyna and Larysa Karlova were named best players in the World and European Championships several times.

The Ukrainian school of gymnastics is recognized the world over. Its representatives — Iryna Deriuhina, Oleksandra Tymoshenko, Oksana Skaldina and others — have won World and European Championships. Larysa Latynina has the longest history of records in the Olympic Games: 18 medals, including 9 gold, 5 silver, and 3 bronze.

Valery Borzov, the famous sprinter, won 2 gold, 1 silver, and 2 bronze medals at the 20th and 21st Olympic Games. Serhiy Bubka, eight times world champion and Olympic champion in the pole-vaulting holds 35 world records. He has been named World's Best Athlete.

Having just proclaimed its independence, Ukraine sent the national team to the 1992 Olympic Games, where young figure skater Oksana Baiul won the first gold medal for independent Ukraine.

At the 26th Olympic Games in Atlanta Ukrainian athletes won 9 gold medals, plus a score of silver and bronze. The names of the winners have become known the world over: all-round Olympic champion in gymnastics Lilia Podkopaieva; Olympic champion in women's freestyle gymnastics Katya Serebrianska; Olympic champion in Greco-Roman wrestling Viacheslav Oliynyk; Olympic champion in weight-lifting Tymur Taimazov; Olympic champion in boxing Volodymyr Klichko; Olympic champions yachtsmen Yevhen Braslavets and Ihor Matvienko; Olympic champion in track-and-field athletics Inesa Kravets' and others.

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Outstanding people of Ukraine

In the history of every country there have always been people, whose actions and ideas produced a great impact on the lives of other people. That's why they are called outstanding. In the history of Ukraine there were very many of such people. Some of them became world-famous. Ukraine has given the world many outstanding poets, scientists, writers, composers.

The names of Korolyov, Vernadskyi, Zabolotnyi, Bogomolets, Sklifosofskyi, Paton, and other Ukrainian scientists are well-known all over the world. Yevgenii Paton was a prominent Ukrainian scientist in the field of bridge-building. He graduated from the Polytechnic Institute in Dresden, and from the Institute of Engineers of the Means of Communication in St. Petersburg. Paton was a professor at the Polytechnic Institute in Kiev. He dedicated his life to the science of designing bridge. He was the author of several original projects for bridges, made a great contribution to the technology of their building and the methods of testing them. One of the longest bridges across the Dnieper is named after him. His son Boris Paton continued his father's career. Nowadays modern Ukrainian scientists achieve great success in the field of mathematics, physics, biology and medicine

The names of T. Shevchenko, Lessya Ukrainka, Ivan Franko, Marko Vovchok, Grigoriy Skovoroda, and Nikolay Gogol won universal recognition. Their ideas still produce great impact on the lives of other people. N. Gogol is one of my favourite Russian writers of Ukrainian origin. He was born on the 1st of April 1809 in Velyki Sorochyntsi, Poltava gubernia. While working as a minor civil servant, Gogol spent his free time composing short stories based on his observations and memories of life in Ukraine. The first two volumes of these stories, «Evenings on a Farm near Dykanka» brought him immediate fame. He also wrote his famous story «The Overcoat» and his epic work «Bead Souls». In 1852 under the influence of a religious fanatic Gogol burned the second part of «Dead Souls», refused all food, and stayed in bed until his death.

Ilia Repin was one more famous representative of the Ukrainian art. He was an outstanding painter, a full member of St. Petersburg Academy of Arts. Many of his works are dedicated to Ukraine, its people, culture and history. Among them there are the most famous paintings «The Zhaporozhian Cossacks Write a Letter to the Turkish Sultan», «Haidamaky», «Cossack in the Steppe», and «Hopak». He also painted many portraits of cultural figures, both Russian and Ukrainian (M. Kostomarov. I. Kramskoi, T. Shevchenko and others).

In Ukrane there is a unique musical instrument «kobza». The one who plays is called «kobzar». One of the most famous kobzars was Hnat Honcharenko. Blind from his childhood, he learned to play kobza at 20—22 and wandered singing and playing dumas, psalms, and humorous songs and teaching other kobzars. He spent the last part of his life mostly in Sevastopol In 1908 Lesia Ukrainka took Honcharenko to Yalta and, with her husband K. Kvitka recorded his dumas. F. Kolessa transcribed and published them in the collection «The Melodies of Ukrainian Folk Dumas». Ukrainian culture has always been famous for its talented people and their masterpieces.

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Some important events in the history of England

One of the chief tendencies of the history of England is the struggle between the king and the people, the struggle between the court parties. One of the most important events in this long struggle took place in the 1381. It was the biggest uprising in the middle Ages. Wat Tyler and John Ball led the army of peasants to London. They demanded the abolition of serfdom, freedom of trade for all towns and free pardon for all the rebels. The more radical peasants demanded the enlargement of the peasants' land plots, confiscation of the Church lands that should be no privileges for the higher titled nobility and the establishment of a sort of peasant democratic monarchy.

The King met the peasant army near the London wall and Wat Tyler rode to meet the King. He announced the demands and the King said he agreed to everything. One of the courtiers then insulted Tyler to provoke him and then the mayor of London struck him on the head and neck and then some more of the knights finished the bad job. It was not easy to suppress a movement of this size. And the end was horrible enough.

However be it, it would be wrong to say that the uprising headed by Wat Tyler and John Ball was a failure. Much was achieved though many lives were lost. This particular battle was the first serious threat to feudalism in England, and as such left a lasting imprint upon the social and economic life of the country.

Another important event in this struggle is the War of the White and Red Roses. The head of the York Party, Richard of York (The White Rose) who had been staying in Ireland as vice-king, collected an army of veterans used to fighting. The march of his army to the south and a battle of 1455 began the civil war that went in history under romantic appellation of "The War of the Roses" and which very unromantically plagued the country during 30 years. The losses of both sides were great, and the feudal nobles were almost completely exterminated in the bloody feuds.

In 1460 the Duke of York and his youngest son were killed in battle. Then Henry Tudor, the earl of Richmond, gathered the army in France. In 1485, in the battle of Bosworth, Richard's army was defeated and Richard of York himself was killed. This ended the War of the Roses which prepared the way for the economic development of the country. Supported by the Parliament and by the gentry and townsmen, Henry Tudor established the new Tudor dynasty. The War of the White and Red Roses was the last eruption of feudal anarchy before the absolutism was established.

We can't but mention the events of the seventeenth century when in 1642 the Civil War broke out. The most rich men and noblemen of the country supported Charles I who was on the throne. They were called Royalists. People who supported the Parliament were called Puritans. Puritans wanted a simpler religion. At first Royalists were victorious. Puritans needed training and a good leader. It was Oliver Cromwell who became such a leader.

Oliver Cromwell (1599—1658) came from a gentry family, he was first elected to Parliament in 1628 then in 1640. Cromwell gathered soldiers and trained them. Then he led them into battle. In 1645 the King's army was defeated.

Cromwell was new the leader of the Whole Parliamentary forces. In 1649 the King gave himself up and was put into prison. Finally, he was brought to trial found guilty and beheaded.

In the same month a parliamentary government came to power. Cromwell became the ruler of England, not as King, but as "Protector of the Commonwealth".

There are many places worth sightseeing on the territory of Ukraine because of its ancient history.

A wide range of interesting things awaits the tourists, beginning with Kyiv, the capital of Ukraine, where there exist magnificent historic sights, St. Sophia's Cathedral (1017—1031), the Kyiv Cave Monastery (1051) and numerous museums.

A cruise on the Dnipro River offers visitors a fascinating introduction to Ukraine's history and culture.

It's interesting to visit Zaporizhzhia where Cossack movement began in the 15th century. Nearby is the famous 700-year-old oak tree — 36 metres high.

Odessa, a regional centre, has a Philharmonic and the famous Opera and Ballet Theatre.

The old town of Kaniv is situated on the high right bank of the Dnipro River. This town is world-known for its Tarasova Hora. Taras Shevchenko, the great Ukrainian poet, artist and philosopher, is buried here.

Chernihiv is one of the oldest towns in our country. There are five out of twenty-five architectural landmarks of the 11th—12th centuries preserved in Chernihiv. It was one of the most important centres of Kyivan Rus'.

Another place in Ukraine, which attracts a lot of visitors, is Uman'. It is famous for its dendrologic park-reserve "Sophiyivka". This park was set up in 1796—1801 by Count Pototsky for his wife, Sophia, and was called after her name. The park is one of the most outstanding monuments of garden architecture in Ukraine.

Lviv, a beautiful city in the west of Ukraine, was founded by Prince Danylo Halytsky. Historically, the city was first mentioned in 1256. Today Lviv has an area of 155 square km. Its core is the city of the 14th—18th centuries. It is densely built up with tall stone buildings, many of them in their original style. The Lychakiv Cemetery contains some famous monuments to well-known Ukrainian and Polish residents of Lviv. The oldest monument in Lviv is the foundation and walls of St. Nicholas' Church, built by Prince Danylo in the 13th century. The remnants of Vysoky Zamok also date back to the 13th century. Lviv is the only city in Ukraine that still has some original Renaissance architecture.

In the south the Crimea lies, with its warm weather, seashore sanatoriums and rest homes.

Travelling across Ukraine one can have an excellent opportunity to learn its history and culture, to see its ancient monuments and picturesque views Ukraine has always been famous for.

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Inventors and their inventions

New inventions are appearing every day to make our lives easier, longer, warmer and speedier. But only a few inventors design a new machine or product that becomes so well-known that the invention, named after its creator, becomes a household word. Here are ten famous inventors and the inventions that are named after them:
 1. Ladislao Biro, a Hungarian artist who immigrated to Argentina. In about 1943 he invented the ball-point pen or biro.
 2. John Bowler, a London halter who designed the hard round hat known as the bowler in about 1850. It has become the symbol of British male respectability. And you can still see businessmen wearing bowlers in the City, the centre of London's commerce.
 3. Louis Braille (1809—1852), born at Couvray, France. He became blind as a child. In 1824 he developed his own alphabet patterns known as Braille by which the blind could read by touch, based on a French army officer's invention for reading messages in the dark.
 4. Samuel Colt (1814—1862), an American gunsmith. He designed a pistol, patented in 1836, with a revolving barrel that could fire six bullets, one after the other. The Colt was the first of its kind. Many "six-shooters" came later.
 5. Rudolf Diesel (1858—1913), a German engineer who invented the diesel engine in 1897 and so began a transport revolution in cars, lorries and trains.
 6. Hans Wilhelm Geiger (1882—1945), a German nuclear physicist. From 1906—1909 he designed a counter for detecting radioactivity. This was the beginning of modern geiger counters.
 7. Charles Mackintosh (1766—1843), a Manchester textile chemist who, in 1823, developed a rubber solution for coating fabrics which led to the production of waterproof raincoats or mackintoshes.

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Fast Food Facts
What is fast food and why is it so popular? 

Fast food refers to food that can be prepared and served quickly. Fast food restaurants usually have a walk up counter or drive-thru window where you order and pick up your food.

Fast food restaurants are popular because they serve filling foods that taste good and don't cost a lot of money. However, fast food is usually cheap because it's often made with cheaper ingredients such as high fat meat, refined grains, and added sugar and fats, instead of nutritious  foods such as lean meats, fresh fruits, and vegetables.

Is fast food bad?

There is no such thing as a "bad" food, but there are some foods you should try not to have on a regular basis. Because fast food is high in sodium, saturated fat, trans fat, and cholesterol, eating too much over a long period of time can lead to health problems such as high blood pressure, heart disease, and obesity. Fast food also lacks many of the nutrients, vitamins, and minerals our bodies need. It's helpful to remember that with fast food, moderation is important.

Is some fast food healthier than others?

Many fast food chains are changing their menus so there are more healthy options to choose from. For example, some chains no longer serve foods with trans fat, and many have menu items that contain fruits and vegetables. If you're having fast food more than once a week, try to make healthier choices. Here are some tips:

Go light on the toppings. Added toppings usually mean more sodium or unhealthy fats. 
To lighten up your meal without taking away flavour: 
Don't overdo the salad dressing. 
Choose oil-based dressings such as Italian or balsamic vinaigrette instead of creamy salad dressings such as blue cheese and ranch which are high in saturated fat. 
Use mustard or ketchup instead of mayonnaise. 
When ordering pizza, add veggies instead of meat, and get thin crust  instead of deep dish. 
Top your sandwiches with veggies such as onions, lettuce, and tomatoes instead of bacon or extra cheese. 
Don't add more salt to your meal. Salt is a major contributor to high blood pressure and heart disease and fast food tends to be loaded with it.

Know how your food is made.

The way a meal is made says a lot about how healthy it will be. In general, follow these rules: Choose foods that are boiled, steamed or grilled over fried such as a grilled chicken sandwich instead of fried chicken or chicken nuggets and steamed vegetables instead of French fries. Choose soups that are not cream based. For example: If the name of the soup includes the word cream, such as "Creamy Tomato Soup", don't order it. Dishes labelled deep-fried, pan-fried, basted (политые жиром), breaded, creamy, crispy, scalloped, Alfredo, or in cream sauce are usually high in calories, unhealthy fats or sodium. When ordering sandwich, select lean meats such as turkey or grilled chicken instead of items such as burgers, steak, or cheese sandwiches. Ask for sauces or dressings that come with meals to be served on the side and use just a small amount.
